Art Level 1 Part A
Course Outline 2016-2017
Instructor: Mr. Spencer

Welcome to Art Level 1.  This course has been designed to help you see, interpret, and make sense of visual material.  Our goal will be to think and behave like artists.  Whether you have taken art courses before or not, you will grow in your skill and appreciation of art.
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Attitude:  This program’s focus is to help students develop an appreciation for all works of art, including their own.  This will require real work, study, and a positive attitude from everyone.  Respect for all work is expected.  Keep all comments constructive and supportive.
Behavior:  Students are expected to:

· Respect the work and ideas of others.

· Work within your own space

· Clean up their area and common areas 

· Bring a pencil

· Care for the tools and materials in the art lab

Modules:

In Art Level 1 you will move through different media, techniques, and motifs.  We will attempt to complete 3 modules this term with a fourth and/or fifth module of your choosing.  Modules have more than one component and may require the submission of a number of works for assessment.  You will also have some choice within the modules as to the direction that your artwork will take.

Art Level 1 A
In this term, students will explore drawing, painting, and sculpting.  Students will explore line and value to create manga drawings.  We will use armature and models to draw figures in motion.  Students will paint landscapes in the style of Ted Harrison using color and value to simulate depth and perspective.  We will also have the opportunity to create one of-a-kind creatures from clay to make stoneware sculptures to last the ages.
Art Level 1B
In this second term of level 1, students will continue to work with drawing, painting, and sculpting in a variety of contexts.  We will examine still life in drawing and painting while learning to draw realistic 3 dimensional forms.  Students will examine the work of George Little Child, an Alberta-born artist, and create paintings in response to his style and themes.  We will also explore the many different styles of masks across cultures and create our own using additive and subtractive sculpting techniques.[image: image2.jpg]



Principles and Elements in Art Level 1 A and B:

701- Line makes visual communication possible.  In a world of color and value, line is created where at the border of two distinct regions of information.  We use line to draw our alphabet, sign our name, draw a picture, or paint a portrait.
702- Color is a daunting task for some of us.  We will work to overcome the fear of “I might ruin it if I color it”.  Working from our experience with line drawing we will use tempera paint to create color rich works while investigating the work of famous artists.
703- Form is the three dimensional shape we are concerned with in sculpting and carving.  This will be an introduction to working in three dimensions.
704- Artists must look.  They must see more than the average person sees when examining an object to draw, paint, or sculpt.  Select an object and then study its angles, details, and qualities in ways never imagined.

705- Clay, wire, plaster, cardboard, or paper.  Working in three dimensions can be challenging but rewarding.  The materials available to you can give your imagination the tools it needs to create amazing objects of art.
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706- Ink can be a powerful bold media to work with.  It creates lines that stand out in sharp contrast from the white of a blank page.  In this module, learn the basic tools of sumi artists.
707- Repetition and reproduction are key principles of design.  Modern tools like the computer allow us to take traditional print making for granted.  Print making can, however, create exciting works that require patient dedication of the artist to produce.  When completed, reproductions are simple to create for all to enjoy.

Course Evaluation:
Each module will be assessed on several criteria.  Students will have the opportunity to assess their own work prior to submission using the same scoring rubric.  All modules are due on a specific class period and must be complete at this time.  Students may upgrade their module within 5 days of receiving it back.  This can be done after school or at lunch if arrangements are made with their instructor.

Safety:

You are more than welcome to prepare your work space and continue working on your modules as soon as you enter the classroom.  Do not use any materials or tools that you have not been instructed how to use it safely.  Should you desire a unique tool or material, please ask your instructor as some items may not be safe if used incorrectly.

Space, materials, and instructor time are stretched to allow as many people the opportunities in Art Level 1 as possible.  Please ask if you need anything and we will find a solution if possible.  If you have a question or a need, keep working on another aspect of your module or work until it can be addressed by your instructor.
